Imelda is very passionate and open with
her friends and family about her HIV sta-

tus. "I don't want to live in the shadows,
and if people can't deal with my HIV status
then I don't want them in my life." Imelda's
8 year old daughter, Monica, is well aware of her mother's status, "My
Mom has AIDS. That means she is sometimes sick," says Monica.

A year ago, Imelda had to leave work due to sever fatigue, seizures and
depression related to HIV/AIDS. The state disability income she was
receiving was not nearly enough to cover all of her  household expenses.
“The rental assistance that Aid For AIDS gave to me helped me a lot,”
says Imelda. Aid For AIDS was able to secure housing for this single
mother and her daughter during this difficult time.

Just as the holidays were approaching, Imelda's state disability income
stopped. Imelda recalls, as tears swelled in her eyes, that Aid For AIDS
provided her with the most important gift that season - the ability to give
a her daughter a present to open on Christmas Day.

Imelda has since returned to work. She is an active member in the com-
munity, and she shares her HIV/AIDS experience in schools and forums.
She currently leads a weekly AA support group at the LA County Twin
Towers.

On Monday, December 1st, World AIDS Day, Aid For
AIDS and the City of West Hollywood rededicated the

West Hollywood Memorial Walk at City Hall. The rededica-
tion ceremony unveiled a new keystone which has been
installed at the northwest triangle at Santa Monica Boulevard
and Crescent Heights. The City also recognized AFA with a
commendation for 20 years of service to people disabled by
HIV/AIDS. After the ceremony, all in attendance were invit-
ed to participate in a procession along the Memorial Walk as
the names on the plaques were read aloud and flowers,
donated by Venice Flowers, were placed in honor of each
person remembered along the Memorial Walk.
